Resourceful stonechats

A contributor to the British Birds
magazine, Brian Rafferty, gives a vivid
description of two stonechats feeding
from a hole in the ice in a Lancashire

|l ake o0in true Eski
stonechats were watched feeding for
an hour and a half, and were very suc-
cessful... Between them in that period
they fished out ten waterboatmen, or
backswimmers. These are bugs that
swim on their back, and are capable of
biting humans if interfered with & the
stonechats obviously knew how to deal
with them.

Stonechats are more usually seen in
and around gorse bushes and heather.
If you are lucky, there are usually
a couple of pairs to be seen around
Hothfield Heathlands during the
winter.

The male, who spends much of his
time perched on the top of a bush, is
very conspicuous with his black head

the ground and picking up insects and
spiders. In fact robins, which are close
relatives of the stonechat, also feed
mainly like this, and the larger robin
will often chase the stonechat away
from a good feeding spot.

Quite often, the disturbed ground
caused by the ponies and cattle will
create ideal feeding spots for the re-
sourceful birds, who will sit watching
for opportunities from nearby bushes.

The adults build their nest on the
ground under gorse, with a concealed
passage leading to their nest. But this
does make them vulnerable to dogs
sniffing through the undergrowth.

At Hothfield, the Stonechats will stay
until Spring, and then head off to nest
elsewhere. However as our areas of
heathland increase and the habitat
i mproves, | hope t
before we see our first stonechat
chicks.
